Agency Service (Required) 
Schedule days of service for you and members of 
the Cascia Community (other students, parents, 
faculty/staff) with partnering agencies. Make an 
effort to serve one of the partnering agencies at 
least once per month. 
 
Other Service (Required) 
Record service to other agencies, Cascia Hall, your 
faith community, or the Greater Tulsa community. 
 
Requirements for Graduation* 
30 hours - Caritas Partners 
10 hours – Cascia Hall  
10 hours - church or places of worship 
10 hours – greater Tulsa community 
Current student’s hours will be prorated. 
 
Each year, students will be credited with the total number 
of hours acquired during that particular year. Regardless 
of this total number of service hours, each student must 
complete a minimum of 10 hours of service per year. 
 
Submit Service Sheets 
Turn in your Service Sheets to the Campus 
Ministry Office three times per year, at the end of 
each session. 
 
Session One, June – September 30 
Session Two, October 1 – January 31 
Session Three, February 1 – April 1 
 
Rose Paper (A Reflection)

experiences, compose a Rose Paper and submit it 
to your first semester Theology teacher on May 1. 
You must submit a Rose Paper in order to receive 
credit for your completed service.
